AIRCRAFT TO FLY!
Whilst many of the more common training 

aircra� have a “tricycle undercarriage” with a nose 
wheel, there are a large number of aircra� that 

have what is known as a “conven�onal 
undercarriage”, or a configura�on that includes a 

tailwheel rather than a nose wheel. To be able to 
operate these aircra�, you will need a Tailwheel 

Undercarriage Endorsement (TWU).

Some of the aircra� that adopt a tailwheel undercarriage 
configura�on include a variety of sport and aeroba�c 

aircra�, vintage aircra� and warbirds, bush planes, and 
u�lity aircra�. The majority of agricultural aircra� u�lise

tailwheels, making this endorsement a necessity if you want
to include that as a career op�on.



IMPROVE YOUR OVERALL 
AIRCRAFT HANDLING SKILLS

As well as opening up a whole new world of available 
aircra�, a Tailwheel Undercarriage Endorsement is a 
great challenge and will improve your overall flying 
skills, especially landing and handling an aircra� on the 
ground. You will build a far greater awareness of 
Centre of Gravity, slide-slipping and crosswind 

take-offs and landings.

Our course is designed to teach you all of the 
techniques and skills required to safely fly and 
handle an aircra� with a tailwheel. During this 
course our experienced Flight Instructors will 
take you through a range of landing types and 
aircra� handling lessons. Training is conducted 
in our Super Decathlon 8KCAB aircra�, which 

is also great for Aeroba�cs.
